The Rejected Stone 
The response to today's first reading is taken from Psalm 118. It reads "The stone which the builders rejected 

 



 

 

has become the cornerstone." 
The psalmist was probably referring to the faithful of Israel. They seemed to be ignored by the world, but were 
the cornerstone of religious life. 
The words became literally true for Jesus. Here's the story: 
In the time of Christ, there was a stone quarry just outside the western wall of the city. The workers had cut a 
large block of stone for building purposes. Unfortunately they found a large crack in it, caused by an 
earthquake. So they left it in place and ignored it. 
The Romans decided that it would be an ideal stage for executions. It was near a public gate and would be seen 
by all as a warning against crimes such as treason. They accused Jesus of this because he claimed to be a king. 
For Christians, the stone of Calvary literally became the cornerstone of our religion.
